The seminars will take place mainly in educational establishments of
the Judicial Academy in Omsenie and Pezinok, but also all over the
regions in the seats of regional courts.

The seminar participants will be given professional publications
dealing with European Law an Schengen acquis matters, that will
contain main guidefines for the target group when applying these
matters in practice. The publications will concern following areas:
Schengen acquis, EU primary law, EU secondary law, EU judicial
system and European Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms.
